The 5. Gebirgs-Division was formed in the autumn of 1940. In remained in the Aegean area through all of 1941. In early 194.2 the
April 1941 it was heavily engaged in the campaign in the Balkans. division was transferred to the northern sector of the eastern front
It took part in the airborne attack on Crete in May 1941 and where., especially in the Leningrad area, it suffered heavy losses.
