
22. Panzer-Pivision (22d Panzer Division)

The 22„ Panzer-Division was formed in France on September 25,
194-1. In February 194-2 it was transferred from France to
Odessa, Russia, and from there to the Crimea, where it suffered
heavy losses in the Kerch Peninsula. It was then transferred
to the Kharkov area and participated in battles along the Donets
and Don Rivers, and in the battle of Rostov, In November 194-2

the division was moved to Kalach on the Don River where the
Russians had broken through the Rumanian line of defense in
the encirclement of Stalingrad. It withdrew to Starobelsk
in January 1943 and to the Chistyakovo area by early March.
On March 3, 194-3? the division was reorganized as Kampf-
gruppe 22 and probably destroyed in March 194-3,

and casualties, and combat and ration strength reports. The division was sub-
ordinate to Pz.AOK 1, III. Pz.K., OKH Reserve, AOK 6, and the XVII. and XI. A.K.
at various times during this period. /The war journal for the period Sep-Nov
was destroyed when the enemy threatened encirclement of the division.̂

Also, order of
battle charts, radio messages, maps, and overlays. Oberst von der Chevallerie
became division commander on Oct 8, 194-2, when Generalmajor von Apell became ill.

The Russian encirclement of iSMlngrad between the Chir and
Don Rivers in the breakthrough of the Rumanian frontline and the withdrawal and
defensive operations toward Morozovsk and Ivanovka. Also, lists of officers1

duty assignments and casualties, and combat and ration strength reports. The
division was subordinate to the XLVIII. Pz.K. and XVII. A.K. during this period
under the command of Gen.Maj. Eberhard Rodt.

Also, a short history of the division covering its formation in France in the
winter of 1941~42, its transfer from France to Odessa; the battles in the Crimea,
Kharkov area, and at the Donets and Don Riversj the transfer to Kalach on the
Don when the Russians broke through the Rumanian line of defensej and withdrawal
to Starobelsk in Jan 1943 and to the Chistyakovo area by early Mar 1943.
