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The 26. Panzer-Division was formed on September 15, 1942, in Mons,
Belgium, from the 26. Panzergrenadier-Brigade, whose staff was ac-
tivated on July 27, 1942, by order of OKH, from personnel of Infan-
terie-Regimente. 9 and 67 of the 23. Bafanterie-Division. The divi-
sion was transferred in October 194-2" to Miens, France, for training
and coastal defense, and in August and September 194-3 to southern
Italy to defend the Salerno and Cassino areas. Although no records

of this division dated later than April 16, 1944, are available,
situation maps of Lage Italien show that it took part in defen-
sive engagements in the Orsogna, Frosinone, Lucca, Marino, Rimini,
Cesena, Ravenna, and Bologna areas from April to December 194-4
and in position defense in the Ferrara area in January and Feb-
ruary 1945 and in the Imola area in March and April 1945.
