The 34. Infanterie-Division (1. Welle) was formed in 1935-36
during the expansion of the Army after the introduction of
universal military service in March 1935, In May 1940 it .took
part in the western campaign. The division was transferred in
June 1941 to the eastern front, central sector, and participated
in battles from the Bug to the Dmieper, Desna, Ugra, and Nara
Rivers, advancing to Tarutino southwest of Moscow. Moving to
Mtgsensk in January 1943, it took part in position defense in

the Orel area until June 1943. Although no records of this divi-
sion dated later than June 30, 1943, are available, situation maps
of Lage Ost and West show that it partlclpated in defensive engage-
ments in the Kursk, Kharkov, Lubny, Kiev, and Boguslav areas from
July 1943 to March 1944. The division withdrew to Rumania until
May, when 1t was transferred to western Italy. From July to Sep-
tember 19 the division defended the La Spezia and Cecina areas,
moving in October 1944 to the Franco-Italian frontier, which it
defended until early in 1945.
