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This division (2. Welle) was activated from reservists In Wehrkreis
III in the summer of 1939 and participated in the Polish campaign
as an army reserve -unit -until September 9, "when it advanced across
the Vistula River to the Krasnik area.

Although there are no records of the
division available dated later than June 30, 1943, the situation
maps of Heeresgruppen Siid and Sudukraine show that it defended the
Sumy and Romny areas until September 1943, the Kiev area along the
Dnieper River in October and November 1943, then withdrew across
the Ukraine and Poland via Zhitomir, Kamenets Podolski, Kolomyya,
Lvov, Rzeszow, and Sosnowiec to Silesia from December 1943 to
January 1945.
