38 38. Infanterie-Division (38th Infantry Division)

The 38. Inf an terie-Di vision staff which was formed in Brittany,
France, on July 7, 194-2, was trained and brought to full strength
at Munster, Germany. In the latter part of July 19-42 the divi-
sion was transferred to Holland for training in coastal security
and close combat, and in December 1942 it was sent to St.Nazaire,
France. In late March 1943 the division was transferred to the
southern sector of the eastern front and participated in defen-

sive engagements in the Artemovsk, Krasny Ionian, Izyum, Slavy-
ansk, and Pavlograd areas to September 1943. Although no rec-
ords of this division dated later than September 10, 194-3, are
available, situation maps of Lage Ost show that it took part in
the defense of the Pavlograd., Zaporozhe, and Krivoi Rog areas
until December 1943, when it was probably destroyed.

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90 39. Infanterie-Division (39th Infantry Division)

The 39. Infanterie-Division was formed in July 194-2 in Elsenborn from
reserve units in Wehrkreis VI and transferred to the Flushing area of
Holland, and later to the Bruges, Ghent, and Antwerp areas of Belgium.
In March 194-3 the division moved to the Krasnograd area of the eastern
front. In the spring and summer of 194-3 it participated in offensive
engagements in the Kharkov, Belgorod, Volchansk, and Chuguev areas.

From August to October it defended the Krasnograd and Kremenchug areas,
when part of the division withdrew to the Uman area via Sbela and
Zhamenka, and part remained in the Kremenchug area until December 5}
1943. The 39. Infanterie-Division staff was transferred to Brack
a.d. Mur, Austria, Wehrkreis XVIII, in November and re-formed as
the 41. Festungsdivision staff, December 2-10, 1943.

The 44. Infanterie-Division was formed by expansion of the Viennese
Infanterie-Regiment 4 after the annexation of Austria. It partici-
pated in the campaign against Poland in 1939 and in the invasion of
France as far as the Tours area in May 1940. In the latter part of
June 1940 the division moved to the La Rochelle area for training
and coastal defense and was transferred in April 1941 to the Kielce
area of Poland. The division took part in the invasion of Russia
in the southern sector on June 22, 1941, advancing via JanoWj Lvov,
Dubno, Zhitomir, Korosten, Byshev, Poltava, and Akhtyrka to the area
east of Kharkov. It was destroyed at Stalingrad in January 1943.
In March 1943 the division was re-formed in Belgium, receiving the
honorary title "Reichsgrenadierdivision Hoch- und Deutschmeister"

in May 1943. It was transferred to northeast Italy for antiparti-
san operations in September 1943 and on November 21, 1943, the divi-
sion began combat operations in the Frosinone-Cassino area where it
remained until the latter part 'of August 1944. Although no records
of this division dated later than August 30, 1944, are available,
situation maps.of Lage Siidwest and Ost show that it withdrew from
Italy in September 1944 and arrived in November at Pecs, Hungary,
for refitting. It defended the Pecs and Bares areas of Hungary
and the Komarno and Move Zamky areas of Slovakia until March 1945,
when it moved to Austria and defended the area southeast of Graz
until the end of the war.

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45. Infanterie-Division (4.5th Infantry Division) 95

The 45. Infanterie-Division was formed in 1933 after the annexation
of Austria. In September 1939 it participated in the Polish cam-
paign, and in May 194-0 in the western campaign. The division re-
turned to Poland in April 194-1 in preparation for the campaign
against Russia, and fought in the central sector of the eastern
front advancing to the Orel area. It suffered heavy losses during
the winters of 194-1-42 and 194-2-4-3 east of Orel and took part in
the Kursk offensive in the summer of 1943. In the fall of the same
year it was engaged in defensive battles along the Desna River, in
the area west of Gomel, and betî een the Sozh and Dnieper Rivers.

Although no records of this division dated later than December 31,
1943, are available, situation maps of Lage Ost show that it par-
ticipated in position defense in the Bobruisk area from January to
the end of June 194-4 and in the battle to break the Russian encircle-
ment at Bobruisk from June 29 to July 1, 1944. In the summer of 1944
the division was reorganized as the 45. Grenadier-Division and re-
turned to Poland. In October 1944 it was redesignated the 45. Volks-
grenadier-Division and took part in position defense in the Radom
area from October through December 1944-. The division then withdrew
to the Schweidnitz area via Lodz and defended this area tmtil late in
April 1945.

Welle) was activated on August 25,
1939, from reservists in Wehrkreis IV. It was sent to Presov, Slo-
vakia, September 9-11, 1939, to participate in the Polish campaign.

Because of the great variety and complexity of some archival material, there are no convenient models that would be applicable to all records.
The initial citation, however, might consist of those of the following elements applicable in each instance: item, file unit, or subseries,
series title, originating office (and the administrative units of which that office is a part) name of collection or record group number
and title, and depository. Except for placing the cited item first, there is no general agreement on the sequence of the remaining elements
in the citation. Publishers, professional journals, and graduate faculties all prescribe their own style. Whatever sequence is adopted, how-
ever, should be used consistently throughout the same work. If in doubt, the researcher should confer with an archivist regarding elements
that may be necessary to identify adequately specific records being cited.

Microfilm Publications
Citation to records reproduced in National Archives microfilm publications should provide, in general, the same information as suggested above,
but with sufficient additional information to identify the particular microfilm publication as well as roll and frame numbers, if applicable.

Microfilm publications of foreign records seized during World War II involve such peculiarities of identification that largely individualized
suggested systems of citation have been developed for them. The following examples suggest both a form of initial citation and of subsequent
citations of the same document for each of five major microfilm projects reproducing captured German and related records; the form for the
bibliography, which is not illustrated below, could be some appropriate modification of the initial citation, but should also include the
National Archives record group title and number, i.e., National Archives Collection of World War II War Crimes Records (Nuernberg), Record
Group 238, and the number of the microfilm publication; or National Archives Collection of Foreign Records Seized 1941- , Record Group 242,
and the number of the microfilm publication.

The serial number is the essential identification, whether the serial IB of the Interchangeable unlettered or H serials, or of the B,C,F,K,L
and M serials. The terms reel, container or roll are acceptable variations, with the last preferred by the National Archives, With the
Tripartite Project microfilm, National Archives Microfilm Publication T120, it is imperative to distinguish between serial and roll numbers,
and the Catalog of Files and Microfilm of the German Foreign Ministry Archives, 1920-1945. 4 vols., has as a supplement to each volume, a
National Archives serial-roll conversion list. The Public Records Office in London uses the same serial and frame numbers, although not
always the same roll numbers, and the microfilm publication symbols GFM 2-5 Instead of T120, to identify the Tripartite Project microfilm.
The other Whaddon Hall microfilm projects use the same number for serial and roll, as the SA (Saint Antony's College project) serial example,
given above, indicates; the National Archives has substituted microfilm publication number for project symbols.
